11TH  SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME  
Harassed and dejected, like sheep without a shepherd. 
( Matthew 9:36 - 10:8) 
The harvest is abundant but the laborers are few. 
(Matthew 9:37 -38) 
 

The kingdom of Heaven is at hand.  
Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse 
lepers, drive out demons. (Matthew 10:7
-8) 
In this weekend's Gospel, Jesus 
looks out at the troubled crowds and 
is moved with deep compassion. 

Seeing people "harassed and dejected, like sheep without 
a shepherd," He does not turn away. Instead, He calls His 
twelve disciples and empowers them to continue His 
mission of healing and proclaiming the Good News.  
     Jesus reminds us that the Kingdom of Heaven is close 
at hand and that we are all called to be a part of it. When 
Jesus saw the crowds, His heart went out to them because 
they were like sheep without a shepherd. He appointed 
the Twelve Apostles, giving them authority to cure the 
sick and cast out evil. Today, Christ continues this 
mission through us. By sharing our time, talents, and 
faith, we become the laborers He sends to gather the rich 
harvest of His love. Let us pray for an increase in 
vocations and the grace to serve our neighbors with 
joyful hearts  
     Jesus tells us, "The harvest is abundant but the 
laborers are few," and calls us to pray for more workers. 
This is not just a call for ordained priests and religious; 
every baptized Catholic is sent to bring Christ's healing 
and peace to a hurting world. How is the Lord calling 
you to be a laborer in His harvest this week?
