The calling of Abraham, father of the people of God. (Genesis 12)
God called us to be holy and gives us life and immortality
through the Gospel. (2 Timothy)

Jesus’ face shone like the sun. (Marthew 5)

Despite our own life’s experience, wealth and
\ status, we are incomplete and lost until we are
y“reborn in water and the Spirit”: to be
immersed in the Gospel principles of justice
and reconciliation, to be transformed in God's spirit of
humility and compassion.
